Restricted Premier 

 Open to dancers who have not placed first overall in any given Premier level 

Competition, Premiership or Championship since 12 July 2019. 

 Dancers who compete in Restricted Premier Highland are not able to compete 

in the Champion’s Challenge Blue Bonnets and vice versa. 

 Dancers who are eligible to enter both Restricted Premier and the Champion’s 

Challenge must choose which event to compete in. They cannot compete in 

both. 

 

Champion’s Challenge Premier 

 The Blue Bonnets Champion’s Challenge is a one off event that is open only to 

premier dancers who have won 1st, 2nd, or 3rd overall in any given Premier level 

Competition, Championship or Premiership since 12 July 2019. 

 Dancers who compete in the Champion’s Challenge Blue Bonnets are not able 

to compete in the Restricted Premier Highland and vice versa. 

 Dancers who are eligible to enter both Restricted Premier and the Champion’s 

Challenge must choose which event to compete in. They cannot compete in 

both.

 Premier Nationals (2 Oct) and Premier Highland (3 Oct) are open to all Premier 

dancers including those who have competed in Restricted Premier or the 

Champion’s Challenge.
